Martyr Maurice and Those with Him

At the beginning of the fourth cen-
tury, Maurice was a senior officer in
the army of Emperor Maximian, statio-
ned in Apamea, a town in Syria. It was
not generally known that Maurice and
some of the men under his command
were Christians.

One day his unit received orders to
prepare for operations, but first to
bring sacrifices to the gods to ensure
success. This Maurice and the other
Christians refused to do. They were
seized and the emperor informed.

Soon he was there in person enforce
discipline and dole out punishment.
When Maurice refused to perform the
pagan sacrifice, his son Photinus was
beheaded before his eyes. Then
Maurice and the other Christian sol-
diers, some seventy in number, were
tied to trees in a nearby swamp, left
there exposed to the elements, insects
and animals, to die of hunger and
thirst. This happened ca. 305.

“Veneration of the Holy Cross” Sunday

Today, the Third Sunday of Great Lent, we are half-way through the Lenten period that
takes us to the beginning of Passion Week. It is therefore fitting that we turn our
attention to the Cross on which Christ is to suffer for our salvation. Accordingly, during
today’s service there is special mention of the Cross, and we venerate it in a separate
ritual.

The Tropar, sung in the First Tone, begins with a line from Psalm 27: 9, /O Lord],
Save Your people, and bless Your inheritance ....” (This Tropar has become well-
known even to the non-Orthodox because its music, the First Tone, was included by the
composer, Tchaikowsky, in his 1812 Overture.)

Today’s Prokymen is also based on Psalm 27: 9, while the versicle is from Psalm 9: 1.
During the Liturgy we sing not the “Trisagion” (Svjatyj Bozhe, Svjatyj Kripkyj ...), but

Khrestu Tvojemu poklonjajemos’, Vladyko ...: “We bow to Your Cross, O Master, and
glorify Your Holy Resurrection!”

EPISTLE
The reading is from the Epistle of St. Paul to the Hebrews.
(c.4,v.14-5:6)

Brethren: Seeing then that we have a great High Priest who has
passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast
our confession.

For we do not have a High Priest who cannot sympathize with
our weaknesses, but was in all points tempted as we are, yet without
sin.

Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace, that we may
obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

For every high priest taken from among men is appointed for
men in things pertaining to God, that he may offer both gifts and
sacrifices for sins.

He can have compassion on those who are ignorant and going
astray, since he himself is also subject to weakness.

Because of this he is required as for the people, so also for
himself, to offer sacrifices for sins.

And no man takes this honor to himself, but he who is called by
God, just as Aaron was.

So also Christ did not glorify Himself to become High Priest, but
it was He who said to Him: “You are My Son, Today | have begotten
You.”

As He also says in another place: “You are a priest forever

According to the order of Melchizedek”.
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
