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Venerable Aquila, Deacon of Kyivo-Pecherska Lavra
Venerable Aquila belongs to the great
host of fathers of Kyivo-Pechersk, who be-
came famous for their exploits and miracles,
endowed by God with great grace to heal
mental and physical ailments and are honest

patrons of our native Ukrainian land.

Unfortunately, we know very little infor-
mation about Venerable Aquila, Deacon of the
Caves. We know that he was a monk of the
Pechersk monastery and lived in the 13th-14th

centuries.

He walked the narrow monastic path with humility, great patience and
diligent obedience. He did not eat either boiled or sweet food. In a week,
the venerable ate one prosphora and only on Sunday, and even then a little
vegetables.

In such abstinence he surpassed many ascetics of the Kyivo-
Pecherska Lavra. Therefore, those who wish to learn true restraint in life

turn to his intercession.

Having completed the path of ascetic life, the Monk Achilla departed to
the Lord. He was buried in the Near Caves of the famous Kyivo-Pecherska

Lavra.
