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Holy Martyrs Zeno and Zenas

Holy Martyrs Zeno and Zenas
lived in the 4th century in Philadelphia
of Arabia. Saint Zeno came from a
wealthy, noble family. He had a huge
house, many servants. Having whole-
heartedly accepted the Christian faith,
he distributed all his property, dis-
missed his servants and began to
preach the Word of God. His faithful servant Saint Zenas remained with
him, who was a faithful disciple and assistant to his former master.

Hearing about the great honor that the hegemon Maximian gave to
idols, Saint Zeno went to him with his servant, since Zenas himself did
not want to leave his master and voluntarily followed him. Saint Zeno
came to the hegemon and when he saw that he really cared a lot about
the veneration of idols and himself diligently served them, he exposed
him.

Then the persecutor of Christians ordered the confessor to be tor-
tured. During this torture, Zeno, stretching out his hand, struck the wall of
the idol temple with his elbow and destroyed it. For this, the holy martyr
was given over to even more terrible torture.

His servant Zenas came to the place of Saint Zeno's torment and
began to beg his master not to push him away or abandon him. Then
both holy martyrs were brought to the hegemon for questioning, but they
firmly refused to deny Christ. This angered the hegemon. And again the
saints endured torment: they were beaten, their wounds were rubbed
with vinegar and salt, burned with fire, doused with boiling oil. But no tor-
tures and mockery forced them to renounce the true faith of Christ. The
saints patiently endured all the torments and by the power of God re-
mained alive. Finally, the martyrs were beheaded with the sword.

This happened in the year 304.
