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Venerable Damian, presbyter and healer of Kyiv-Pechersk

Venerable Damian came to the Kyiv-
Pechersk monastery at a time when the hegumen
was the venerable Theodosius. Saint Damian was
one of those Pechersk saints who still remem-
bered the Baptism of Rus’. Having received the
rank of presbyter, he began to zealously imitate
the exploits of the venerable Theodosius. He was
humble and meek, he led an angelic life, listened
to everyone and obeyed everyone. The brethren
noticed his virtuous and holy life. Blessed Damian
rarely slept, at night he constantly read the holy
books and often prayed. As his contemporaries testified, the venerable
fasted so strictly that he did not eat anything except bread and water. In his
life, the venerable was in many ways similar to his heavenly patron - the
holy silversmith and miracle worker Damian of Asia.

Saint Damian, for his pious life, was honored by the Lord with the gift
of miracles. He especially healed the weak and sick by the grace of God.
When a sick child or an adult was brought to the monastery to the Monk
Theodosius, he ordered Saint Damian to immediately pray over the sick.
Presbyter Damian, with great humility and humility, prayed over the sick
and anointed them with oil. All who received the anointing with holy oil from
the hands of the monk went home healthy, thanking God and his saint. The
fame of Presbyter Damian as a miraculous healer spread throughout differ-
ent lands, and people from all over went to the Pechersk Monastery to re-
ceive healing from spiritual and bodily ailments through the prayers of the
monk. The saint spent his entire monastic life in such God-pleasing deeds.
Through his pious life, he was worthy of the Kingdom of Heaven. With
great spiritual joy, the saint departed to be with the Lord. The brethren bur-
ied the saint with honor. The imperishable relics of Saint Damian, presbyter
of the Kyiv-Pechersk monastery, healer, still rest in the Near Caves of the
Kyiv-Pechersk Lavra.
