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The Prophet Joel

The holy prophet Joel lived eight hundred years
before the birth of Christ. He was the son of Bethuel,
descended from the tribe of Gad or Reuben. Accord-
ing to ancient tradition, he was a native of the
Transjordan region and lived in the city of Bethhoron
or Bethar. The occasion for Joel to deliver prophetic
speeches was a great calamity that befell the kingdom
of Judah. A prolonged drought, as well as locusts,
which flew in huge numbers, completely devastated
the country. During such a calamity, even those strong in faith lost their
spirit, not to mention the faint-hearted. And now the prophet Joel calls on
the people to turn to the Lord with a prayer for help, because “the Day of
the Lord is near” (Joel 2:1). The Jewish people listened to the voice of the
prophet and turned to God with a prayer for help. And the Lord spared His
people.

Through His prophet Joel, He promised the people prosperity and
abundance of earthly goods for their conversion. The prophet also spoke
of the times of the coming of the Messiah—the time when the Holy Spirit
would be poured out on all flesh without distinction of gender, age, or sta-
tus (Joel 2:28-32). The fulfillment of this prophecy began on the day of the
first Christian Pentecost and will continue until the full number of Gentiles
enters the Kingdom of Christ. Saint Joel also foretold the day of the com-
ing of the universal judgment (“the Day of the Lord”), which would be pre-
ceded by terrible phenomena in heaven and on earth, and the salvation of
those who call on the name of the Lord. On the Day of the Lord, Jehovah
will execute judgment on the Gentiles in the Valley of Jehoshaphat, and a
terrible punishment will befall them (Joel 3:19). But for Israel, the Day of
the Lord’s Judgment will not be terrible—for them it will become the begin-
ning of a blessed life.

The saint's prophecies are collected in the biblical Book of the Proph-
et Joel.

And | know such a man—whether in the body or out of the body | do
not know, God knows — how he was caught up into Paradise and heard in-
expressible words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter.

Of such a one | will boast; yet of myself | will not boast, except in my
infirmities.
For though | might desire to boast, | will not be a fool; for | will speak

the truth. But | refrain, lest anyone should think of me above what he sees
me to be or hears from me.

And lest | should be exalted above measure by the abundance of the
revelations, a thorn in the flesh was given to me, a messenger of Satan to
buffet me, lest | be exalted above measure.

Concerning this thing | pleaded with the Lord three times that it might
depart from me.

And He said to me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is
made perfect in weakness.” Therefore most gladly | will rather boast in my
infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me.
